Changes to First Aid Training - Commencing 1st October 2009

· The mandatory four-day First Aid at Work (FAW) course will now be reduced to three days.

· A one-day course in Emergency First Aid at Work (EFAW) will be available for smaller businesses.

· The HSE strongly recommends annual refresher training for qualified first aiders. This is however not mandatory, but it will help staff maintain their basic skills and keep up to date with changes in procedures.

· The new guidance will not change any of the enforcement powers of the HSE or Local Authorities.

· Anyone who undertook the 4 Day FAW course before 1st October 2009 will have to undertake the new 3 Day FAW when their current certificate expires.
